AP Exam Registration is open.  Regular registration runs through March 17, 2017.  Regular registration cost is $111 per 
exam (administrative costs included).  Late registration runs through March 28, 2017. Cost per exam during late 
registration is $145.  No orders will be accepted after March 28.  No student will be excluded from taking AP tests in 
SDUHSD due to financial concerns. AP Fee Reduction applications are available but must be applied BEFORE the deadline 
for registration.  The deadline for AP Fee Reduction applications was March 14, 2017.  For detailed information visit 
http://www.sduhsdapexams.com/.

CSU APPLICANTS:  If you applied to a California State University it is time to verify your ELM (Entry Level Math) and 
EPT (English Proficiency Test) standing.  The deadline to take the CSU placement exams is May 6, 2017 and 
registration closes two weeks prior or when they have reached capacity.  For detailed information on the tests, who 
needs to take the tests and how to find out if you are exempt, visit: http://www.ets.org/csu/about or login to your 
CSU student portal. 

Cal State San Marcos will be hosting an ELM workshop for seniors who need to take the Entry Level Math (ELM) exam.

UPDATE YOUR ADMISSIONS RESULTS IN NAVIANCE:  Some of you have already received admission decisions from one 
or more of your colleges. The majority of decisions will arrive later this month.  Please keep your Naviance account 
updated.  Selecting the edit icon for any of the colleges in your “applying to” list will open the edit applications page 
displaying all of the schools to which you applied.  Update the “Result” and, if applicable, the “App Type.”  If you did not 
apply to a school in your list, select “Withdrawn” under “Result.”  
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MIRACOSTA STUDENT AMBASSADOR:  Available in the College & Career Center on Fridays from 9:00 am – 12:00 pm.  
Students may drop by or make an appointment.  Sign-up sheets are located in the C&CC.  
  
3/29 Assessment testing (math or English) 7:45 – 9:30 am in the Learning Commons Annex Classroom:  The English 
  placement test is now web based and will be completed on laptops or on school computers.  The math test is 
  on paper but students that provide their transcript information will all get a placement in math.  Students 
  shouldn’t need to take both but will have the option to take math if they would like.  Students with low GPA’s 
  and grades in math may be placed in MCC pre-transfer level math courses.  Any student that cannot attend 
  the placement test at CCA can take the test on his/her own at a MCC test center.  If a student is required to 
  take a placement test, it is strongly suggested he/she do so prior to the ECAP field trip as course selection will 
  take place during ECAP.   
 
3/31 ECAP Field Trip for students planning to attend MiraCosta College after high school graduation:  Orientation, 
  advising, and fall course selection are part of ECAP.  Lunch is provided.  Sign-up sheets and info packets for 
  the ECAP Field Trip are available in the College & Career Center. Students must pick up a packet, complete 
  and return the field trip permission slip.  Permission slips must be returned no later than Monday, March 27.  
 

  

 
SAT May 6 is the next test date for the SAT and SAT Subject Tests.  Regular registration closes April 7, 2017. Late 
  registration closes April 25; late fee applies.  

 

ACT April 8, 2017 is the next available ACT test date.  Regular registration is closed.  Late registration closes  
  March 17; late fee applies.  
 
CCA's school code is 050893.  Students requiring an SAT/ACT fee waiver can obtain one from the Counseling        
Secretary, or from Ms. Burton in the College & Career Center.

ALL STUDENTS: For programs that require letters of recommendation: Respectfully ask a staff member in person, (not 
by email) whether he/she will write a letter of recommendation at least 3 weeks in advance of a deadline, and 
provide him/her required documents, including a FERPA. 
 
GRADES 9 & 10:  Many colleges offer summer programs for high school students; costs vary considerably.  It is 
impossible to list all college enrichment programs in Naviance, therefore students/parents are encouraged to explore 
summer programs at colleges nearby and at which the student may have an interest in applying.  College programs that 
are subsidized by the college and/or by the government/organization are selected for posting in Naviance. The Summer 
Scholars Program at Miami University (in Ohio) is an example.  The cost for two-weeks, inclusive of tuition, fees, room & 
board, and activities, is $1450; financial aid is available. (Transportation to/from Miami University is the student’s 
responsibility.)Two sessions are offered and the Academic Modules for each session are diverse.  This program is for 
current sophomores and juniors with a minimum 3.5 GPA on a 4.0 scale.   Details are posted in Naviance.  The deadline 
to apply is May 1, but application review begins April 15.
